NB: The IHR’s Advisory Board members, who will decide on proposals, and the faculty groups with which Fellows interact come from many disciplines.  Thus projects should have broad appeal beyond narrow specializations.  Proposals should be written in language that is clear and convincing to an interdisciplinary audience.

8. Fellow's Contribution to the Life and Programs of the IHR:

Please outline briefly on a separate sheet (1 page maximum) the ways in which your project contributes to the issue-focused, transdisciplinary mission of the IHR and to Arizona State University during the term of your fellowship. Although the primary emphasis of this fellowship program is on individual research and writing, the fellowships also promote an exchange of ideas among Fellows during their time in the IHR, and encourage interaction between the Fellows and the community of faculty and students at Arizona State University.
